• The Trust now fully funds the BB/ICONZ National Development Manager, Al Ronberg 
who mainly works within the Northern Region.  Al also is the chaplain at NLDC and 
participates in leadership training throughout NZ.

• Last year – 2009 – the Trust gave grants totalling $52,494.
